Scott Conservation Park Map C4

park is relatively flat with trails winding through Blue and
Pink gum woodlands.
Location: Gould Road, Currency Creek.

Mt Magnificent Conservation Park Map C3
The Heysen trail runs through this park.  It’s a short climb to 
the 380 metre summit, requiring a moderate level of fitness, 
particularly the last section that is very steep. The summit 
provides amazing 360-degree views of lush green farmland 
and rural land, as far as Lake Alexandrina. Access is 7km 
north-east of Mt Compass on Blackfellows Creek Road.

Mount Compass Wetlands Map B4

The Finniss River edges this undulating park, where low 
stunted stringbark, banksia and dense bushland provide 
shelter and food for a variety of animals.
